Homework

Pupils should start the ‘home learning’ activities on Thursday 12th September via Teams, with the first task due in on Tuesday 17th. Completed tasks should be uploaded to the Y4 class Teams page by 7:00 p.m. on Tuesdays. Spellings will be practised daily in class and tested on Fridays (first test 13th September); additional practice at home would also be very beneficial. Pupils are also expected to read at least three times a week at home and have this recorded in their Reading Records. Our class reader this term is ‘The Land of Roar’ by Jenny McLachlan.
Reading books

We will endeavour to hand out a suitable reading book to your child in the coming days. Most books will be changed on Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays as in Year 3 but some children will be on an individualised phonics reading programme – further details will be sent out shortly.
Mathematics

Online maths homework will be given, via My Maths, on Mondays (starting 9th September) and should be completed by Thursday of the same week. By the end of Y4 most children are expected to know their times tables to 12x12 - practice at home will be extremely valuable to them and this can be done on https://ttrockstars.com and/or https://urbrainy.com/mtc 
Pupils will participate in the national online times table test in June 2025.
PE & Games kits
Please could you ensure that your child wears appropriate shoes and clothing to school on the days that they have PE, i.e. house colour T-shirts and dark shorts / tracksuit bottoms.  No jewellery is to be worn and long hair must be tied back. Indoor PE is on Mondays for all three classes. Outdoor games is on Thursdays for 4Sh and Fridays for 4Su and 4F.
